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Introduction

Do you feel that eBooks are a bit limited when it comes to typography and layout? This book started out as a sandbox for this author to test out various typographical elements and styles.

With changes to Apple’s iBooks software and the completion of the ePub3 specification, this soon became an ever-expanding activity!





The basics

Designers who work within publishing companies are often frustrated with the results when their beautifully crafted print books are converted to eBooks. Particularly if they are flowable eBooks, that can have their layout and fonts changed by the user.



This eBook focuses on revealing some features that can be implemented in flowable eBooks, in order to improve the aesthetic qualities of the juxtaposition of text and image on the (eBook) page.


The tools

Adobe’s InDesign is probably the best tool to begin the process, and many book designers will be familiar with it. However, I should emphasise, that although the latest version (as I write this), CS6, is excellent at producing acceptable results when exporting to ePub (the ebook standard for most tablets and readers including the iPad), better and more advanced results can be handcrafted using HTML and CSS editors. This eBook was created using a combination of InDesign (at an early stage), BBedit and Dreamweaver.




Device support

Not all of the features described in this eBook will display in all devices. The target device for this eBook is really Apple’s iPad, although I have tried to make sure that some support is given to other devices. The eBook is created to ePub3 standard and should be readable on any device that supports that standard.

Seeing how this eBook was made

If you want to explore the inner workings of this ePub file then you have a number of options:




Unpack the ePub and explore the contents


  	First make a backup copy of the ePub file

  	rename the ebooktypography.epub to ebooktypography.zip

  	Using a unzip or unarchive utilty, unpack the file.

  	Explore the various files - XHTML and CSS to see how the styles were produced.

  

  


Use OxygenXML editor


  	Make a backup copy of the ePub file

  	Drag the ePub file to the Oxygen edit window

  	Explore the contents of the file






Use BBedit

BBedit is available only on the MAC but is a brilliant text editor and will allow you to explore and edit the contents of an ePub file.

How the Style is applied to the HTML in the ePub

As any experienced web developer will tell you, it is always better to provide the style rules inside a separate CSS file and then make a link to this file from all pages. This provides consistency across a web site and is also easier to manage.



I have tried to use this method in creating this eBook, however, because blocks of text and headings are provided as examples outside the generic styles of the book, many style rules are applied in the head of that particular chapter or sometimes using the inline method. I wouldn't recommend this approach for most work but in this eBook I needed to set up styles for individual paragraphs or headings. As an example; to show a heading with kerning and ligatures in chapter 2, the HTML markup looks like this:

Text Processing 

One of the procedures during the early part of any eBook development will be making global changes to the text – particularly if the text has come from a public domain source such as the Project Gutenberg online.



In a flowable eBook, we need to be sure that the line endings are not forced. Often, text that comes from a scanned source will be a facsimile of the printed work, and, unless it is poetry (see the next chapter), the line breaks will need to be removed. We will also find that paragraphs are typically separated by extra carriage returns. These must go! Paragraph or heading space will need to be provided through styling. If you are using InDesign, I suggest that you turn on Show Hidden Characters found under the Type menu. This will help you to identify unwanted paragraph breaks, tabs or soft-breaks.


Search and replace with GREP.

GREP is a special utility for matching patterns in text and then replacing with other patterns. This is often referred to as Regular Expressions, and there are many good books and web resources that will help using this technique in the eBook creation workflow.



GREP can be used inside InDesign or with other text editors such as BBedit or TextWrangler on the MAC.

Most text that comes from public domain sources will not use typographer’s quotes. The text is likely to display quotes like this:

"Hello World"

What we really need is:

Hello World

So to change the inch marks to proper quotes use the following GREP pattern:

Search for "(.*?)"

Replace with <q>\1</q>

This will remove the inch marks either side of the content and wrap that content in the <q> tag. You then need to put in the CSS and rule for the <q> tag thus:

q {

quotes:"\201C" "\201D" "\2018" "\2018";

}

This tells the iBooks app to use the double quote to open and then the upside down and mirrored version to close the quote. If you have nested quotes then the second pair (single quotes) will be used. Potentially, you can also provide different quote styles for different languages like this:

Bonjour tout le monde

This is just one example of text processing using search and replace. You can find other useful resources on pagetoscreen.net.



Font Embedding

Book designers need to control the appearance on the page of the type and spacing. An early decision in the design process is the selection of fonts to use. Selecting the fonts is one thing, but embedding in the eBook is a complicated issue.





Devices

Different devices offer different fonts, which may not be under the control of the book designer. For example the basic Kindle just uses one font; Caecilia.



The iPad is a very sophisticated tablet that has a lot of built-in fonts, and these are available to the book designer.

Here are a couple of examples:


This title’s font is Cochin

And this body text is also in Cochin. A fine font! In 1913 Georges Peignot produced a typeface based on Nicolas Cochin’s eighteenth century engravings. In 1977, Matthew Carter expanded this historic form into a three part series.




This title’s font is in Optima Extra Black

And this body is in Optima regular. Optima is a humanist sans-serif typeface designed by Hermann Zapf between 1952 and 1955 for the D. Stempel AG foundry, Frankfurt, Germany.



Here follows all of the fonts currently available on the iPad. These fonts are displaying on the iPad because the CSS rules have been added inline:


iPad Fonts

Note: This list is inside a table and only available as a non-linear document, outside of the flow of the eBook, so that users of the iPad are not able to change. See later chapters on ‘non-linear’ content and hyperlinks for an explanation of the above link to a table.




Using these fonts on the iPad

These fonts can be specified for use in the ePub on the iPad and do not need to be embedded for that device. If you are using InDesign, you may not have access to these fonts (particularly if you are a Windows/PC user), so to succeed you will need to edit the underlying CSS (Cascading Style Sheet) of the ePub file.




Specifying embedded fonts through InDesign.

When exporting to ePub from InDesign you can specify that the fonts are embedded. In InDesign CS5.5 the fonts will be obfuscated according to an Adobe algorithm, whereas InDesign CS6 will obfuscate the fonts using a more generic method acceptable for the ePub3 standard recognised by the International Digital Publishers Forum (IDPF).



 Embedding fonts in the ePub from InDesign is an ‘all or nothing’ switch, so no chance to prevent system fonts (as above) from being embedded.


Embedding fonts on the iPad

The iPad will use the fonts that you specify, and you can embed them. You do need some extra metadata in the opf file within the ePub package. This should be:



<meta property="ibooks:specified-fonts">true</meta>

You must also include the following at the top of the OPF file. I suggest that you look inside the package for this book:

Note

The encryption method used by Adobe on export from InDesign sometimes does not seem to be
reliably decrypted on the iPad, so you may need to replace the fonts in the fonts
folder with the original ones from your system.


User Interface Issues for Fonts

Users of the iPad can select their preferred font from those available within the iBooks app. This is not the same list as is available on the iPad. In fact the fonts available for the users (see the image nearby), has fonts that are not available elsewhere.



Font Selection


It is not possible to prevent the user/readers of your eBook from changing the paragraph font on the iPad.

When the book designer has included the XML file and code above into the ePub package, the user will then see the drop down menu illustrated here. Notice that the first item is ‘Original’; meaning the font chosen by the designer and defined in the CSS. But, there is an interesting aspect to this; changing from the original, will only change paragraphs not headings. But also, if you include a <span> inside a heading this will also change to the user’s choice.

This is particularly important when using InDesign as your first tool for creating the eBook. InDesign will make all block level elements into paragraphs; ie. the p tag. Headings, by default, will be made into paragraphs with a class of heading! So, you need to use the ‘export tagging’ feature in the styles palette. Double tap the image nearby.

Font size selection

Font sizing can be adjusted by the user on the iPad, and it is worth noting that there is a tremedous range of size adjustment. In fact from the smallest to the largest is 10 steps. When using InDesign as step one in the visualisation of the eBook, the pages are in portrait mode, and so a body text size of about 16px is about right for the middle of the steps in this range. In landscape mode on the iPad, the page size is much smaller, so there may be a need to deliver a different font size for this orientation. This is covered in a later section.


Justification / Text alignment

Users of the iPad can switch on 'Full Justification' in the settings for the iBooks app. This is a setting for all books in their library. However, if you embed fonts and switch this feature on for iOS in the metadata, then you will find that with the ‘original’ font selected, iBooks will respect your text alignment. Switching to a different font, however, will then change to the user’s preference for the justification.



On the other hand, if you want justified text then you will need to use the CSS rule:

text-align : justify;


Downloading Fonts and adding to your eBook

There are several good sources of open source fonts that can be included with the ePub package as long as you adhere to the font license requirements. As an example this paragraph is using a font from the wonderful Fontsquirrel site.



The font used here is Alegreya and is designed by Juan Pablo del Peral

I quote here from the Fontsquirrel web site:


Alegreya is a typeface originally intended for literature. Among its crowning characteristics, it conveys a dynamic and varied rhythm which facilitates the reading of long texts. Also, it provides freshness to the page while referring to the calligraphic letter, not as a literal interpretation, but rather in a contemporary typographic language.

The italic has just as much care and attention to detail in the design as the roman. The bold weights are strong, and the Black weights are really experimental for the genre. This is the Small Caps sister family that complements the master Alegreya family.

Not only does Alegreya provide great performance, but also achieves a strong and harmonious text by means of elements designed in an atmosphere of diversity.




Conforming to the License

When reading the terms of use of the font you may find (as I did in this case), that the license must be included within your package and be human-readable. My suggestion is that you turn this license text into an HTML document and add this as a non-linear resource. This means that it needs to be linked somewhere, from within your book. Here is a good use of the colophon page! This would say something like:



The Alegreya font is designed by Juan Pablo del Peral and is used here under these licencing conditions.


Font Formats

There are several formats for fonts; truetype, opentype, WOFF (Web Open Font Format) and some others. WOFF is recommended by the IDPF and is mentioned in the specification for ePub3, however, this format is not often available. Including a truetype font will break validation to the ePub3 standard (as of this writing).



The iPad’s support for the OpenType format seems a bit patchy in my experience. Sometimes, fonts in this format seem to have difficulty diplaying properly in sizes other than 100%. The book that you are reading here uses one embedded font (Alegreya), and that is provided in both WOFF and OpenType format. For the sake of devices such as those that use the Adobe Digital Editions toolkit, you will need to specify the opentype font first in the @font-face rule like this:

@font-face {

  font-family: 'AlegreyaRegular';

  src: url('fonts/Alegreya-Regular.otf') format('opentype'),

  url('fonts/Alegreya-Regular.woff') format('woff');

  font-weight: normal;

  font-style: normal;
}

However, this will then deliver the Opentype font to the iPad (and this is bad), so you will need to utilise the @media and orientation method to deliver an alternative @font-face rule that reverses the above order, prioritising the WOFF font for the Apple devices.

For a look at the @media and orientation method to deliver alternative CSS, see Chapter 4.


    
	Spacing

What control do we have over the space between paragraphs, words and letters? Pages themeselves have margins; do designers have the abilty to modify these margins?

        


		
Margins: the page

        Book designers would like to control the margins on the page and in eBook page layout we can use some CSS to control those margins. However, the space surrounding the content within the iBooks app on the iPad is already accounted for and we cannot make use of this space. In other words, the iPad eBook already has margins set around the content, and all the designer can do is to set margins inside those already set.



        To illustrate the space available for the content of the eBook (inside the iBooks app), I have set the margins on the linked page to zero and then display a colour block that fills the page. From this you can see the space available. Go to the this page> and then return. This page needs to be at the end of this Chapter to demonstrate properly.

          
Margins: the paragraph

        In HTML and CSS there will already be a default space set before and after a paragraph and this may be perfect for your needs. Since many eBook developers may be using InDesign, I should make clear the different terms used for spacing on a paragraph between InDesign and CSS.



        In CSS the space above a paragraph is set thus:

        p {margin-top: 12px;}

        The equivilent InDesign is to set the Space Before in the Indents and Spacing pane of the style panel to 12px. When exporting to ePub this will result in the same CSS rule as above. Please note that if you wish to use the em unit rather than the pixel unit in this rule, you need to edit the CSS inside the ePub. It is not possible to set the units in InDesign to ems.

        
The Aesthetics of Paragraph Spacing

        Apart from these technical issues, you might consider the general aesthetic of paragraph spacing.



        In a print book we will usually find that paragraphs are defined by the first line being indented. Have a look through your print books and see if this is the case. Most of the books on my shelves define the basic paragraph by indenting the first line. In some of my more modern books, particulary technical books (all of O'Reilly’s books on web design and scripting for example) use a space between the paragraphs and no first-line indent.

        It is worth noting that in print books, using a first-line indent to define a paragraph uses less space (and thus paper), than a space between the paragraphs. When considering the design of eBooks, we can use as much space as we like without adding cost! My own preference is to space the paragraphs rather than use a first-line indent. It is considered bad practice to use both. You may also consider using a paragraph space rather than a first-line indent when the paragraphs are not justified. Paragraphs that are ragged-right and have a first-line indent can look very unbalanced.

        If you are planning to use a first-line indent, you may (as is a common practise),  not apply this to the first paragraph in a section or below a heading. This means that you need to create an alternative style for this first paragraph in the section. In CSS we can utilise the pseudo element :first-child if the paragraphs are themselves inside a block such as a section (<section>) or div (div class="section"). The problem with this approach is that we would then need to create these blocks to wrap around all of the paragraphs by hand coding the HTML because InDesign does not create these blocks automatically. An alternative is to use the adjacent sibling method in CSS, because the first paragraph will always follow a heading.

        Here then is an example of text (Treasure Island by Robert Louis Stevenson) that uses text indent to define the paragraphs but is avoided on the first paragraph.

        
Chapter 2 - Black Dog Appears and Disappears

        It was not very long after this that there occurred the first of the mysterious events that rid us at last of the captain, though not, as you will see, of his affairs.  It was a bitter cold winter, with long, hard frosts and heavy gales; and it was plain from the first that my poor father was little likely to see the spring.  He sank daily, and my mother and I had all the inn upon our hands, and were kept busy enough without paying much regard to our unpleasant guest.



        It was one January morning, very early–a pinching, frosty morning–the cove all grey with hoar-frost, the ripple lapping softly on the stones, the sun still low and only touching the hilltops and shining far to seaward.  The captain had risen earlier than usual and set out down the beach, his cutlass swinging under the broad skirts of the old blue coat, his brass telescope under his arm, his hat tilted back upon his head.  I remember his breath hanging like smoke in his wake as he strode off, and the last sound I heard of him as he turned the big rock was a loud snort of indignation, as though his mind was still running upon Dr. Livesey.

        Well, mother was upstairs with father and I was laying the breakfast-table against the captain’s return when the parlour door opened and a man stepped in on whom I had never set my eyes before.  He was a pale, tallowy creature, wanting two fingers of the left hand, and though he wore a cutlass, he did not look much like a fighter.  I had always my eye open for seafaring men, with one leg or two, and I remember this one puzzled me.  He was not sailorly, and yet he had a smack of the sea about him too.

        I asked him what was for his service, and he said he would take rum; but as I was going out of the room to fetch it, he sat down upon a table and motioned me to draw near.  I paused where I was, with my napkin in my hand.

        To achieve this in HTML and CSS, we have a chapter heading marked-up as h3.treasureislandheading and the paragraphs marked-up as p.treasureisland.

        The rule for the paragraphs includes the following:

        text-indent : 28px;

margin : 0px 5px;

This removes any space above and below the paragraphs but adds a first line indent of 28 pixels.

But then we need to over-ride these rules for the first paragraph and because this follows the chapter heading we can use the adjacent sibling method thus:

h3.treasureislandheading + p.treasureisland {

  margin-top:20px;

  text-indent:0;

  }

  Once again, this comes with a polite warning; not all devices will support the CSS3 adjacent sibling method within the CSS, so you might prefer to create a special class of paragraph for the first one in the chapter.

  
Word Spacing

  In the above example taken from Treasure Island, the paragraphs are styled to be justified, and while this is very common in print books, it can cause problems where the line width is short, because the automatic spacing of the words, to achieve the justification, can create disturbing large spaces between the words.



  In the next example of more Treasure Island, the style has been changed to be left-aligned (rather than justified) when the book is viewed in landscape mode. My justification for this (did you get the pun?) is because the line lengths (often called the measure) is much shorter when viewed double page spread in landscape mode. I have also adjusted the word-spacing down  a little and increased the line-height (leading).

  
  
Chapter 8 - At the Sign of the Spy-glass

  When I had done breakfasting the squire gave me a note addressed to John Silver, at the sign of the Spy-glass, and told me I should easily find the place by following the line of the docks and keeping a bright lookout for a little tavern with a large brass telescope for sign.  I set off, overjoyed at this opportunity to see some more of the ships and seamen, and picked my way among a great crowd of people and carts and bales, for the dock was now at its busiest, until I found the tavern in question.



  It was a bright enough little place of entertainment. The sign was newly painted; the windows had neat red curtains; the floor was cleanly sanded.  There was a street on each side and an open door on both, which made the large, low room pretty clear to see in, in spite of clouds of tobacco smoke.

  The customers were mostly seafaring men, and they talked so loudly that I hung at the door, almost afraid to enter.

  As I was waiting, a man came out of a side room, and at a glance I was sure he must be Long John.  His left leg was cut off close by the hip, and under the left shoulder he carried a crutch, which he managed with wonderful dexterity, hopping about upon it like a bird. He was very tall and strong, with a face as big as a ham—plain and pale, but intelligent and smiling. Indeed, he seemed in the most cheerful spirits, whistling as he moved about among the tables, with a merry word or a slap on the shoulder for the more favoured of his guests.

  Now, to tell you the truth, from the very first mention of Long John in Squire Trelawney’s letter I had taken a fear in my mind that he might prove to be the very one–legged sailor whom I had watched for so long at the old Benbow.  But one look at the man before me was enough. I had seen the captain, and Black Dog, and the blind man, Pew, and I thought I knew what a buccaneer was like—a very different creature, according to me, from this clean and pleasant-tempered landlord. 

  
  
More on justification

  Justification was already mentioned in Chapter 1, but it is worth repeating here that users of the iPad can turn on ‘full-justification’ in their settings for the iBooks app. This will not over-ride your CSS styles if you have used the text-align property. Conversely, if you want to leave the decision to justify body text or not, in the hands of your readers, then do not use the property text-align.



  According to the CSS3 specification there is also a property rule that allows for fine-tuning of justified text. The CSS looks like this:

  p {

text-align:justify;

text-justify:distribute;

}

Currently, text-justify  is not supported  in the current version of the iBooks app. For an explanation of this unsupported feature see the World Wide Web Consortium’s specification for CSS3. We may see this fine control of justified text in the future.


Hyphens

Hyphens can also be used to help the rendering software to justify the text without creating excessive spaces between the words. iBooks users can turn on hyphenation in their settings for the iPad, but it also possible for the eBook designer to turn hyphenation on or off when using justified text. So, in the next example (again drawn from Treasure Island), the text is justified but we add some control over the hyphens.




Chapter 13 - How My Shore Adventure Began

The appearance of the island when I came on deck next morning was altogether changed.  Although the breeze had now utterly ceased, we had made a great deal of way during the night and were now lying becalmed about half a mile to the south-east of the low eastern coast. Grey-coloured woods covered a large part of the surface.



This even tint was indeed broken up by streaks of yellow sand-break in the lower lands, and by many tall trees of the pine family, out-topping the others—some singly, some in clumps; but the general colouring was uniform and sad.

The hills ran up clear above the vegetation in spires of naked rock.  All were strangely shaped, and the Spy-glass, which was by three or four hundred feet the tallest on the island, was likewise the strangest in configuration, running up sheer from almost every side and then suddenly cut off at the top like a pedestal to put a statue on.

The HISPANIOLA was rolling scuppers under in the ocean swell.  The booms were tearing at the blocks, the rudder was banging to and fro, and the whole ship creaking, groaning, and jumping like a manufactory.  I had to cling tight to the backstay, and the world turned giddily before my eyes, for though I was a good enough sailor when there was way on, this standing still and being rolled about like a bottle was a thing I never learned to stand without a qualm or so, above all in the morning, on an empty stomach.

Perhaps it was this—perhaps it was the look of the island, with its grey, melancholy woods, and wild stone spires, and the surf that we could both see and hear foaming and thundering on the steep beach—at least, although the sun shone bright and hot, and the shore birds were fishing and crying all around us, and you would have thought anyone would have been glad to get to land after being so long at sea, my heart sank, as the saying is, into my boots; and from the first look onward, I hated the very thought of Treasure Island.

To add hyphens you have two possible methods. If you are using the ePub3 format (as I am here), then you can use the epub specific property:

-epub-hyphens: auto;

If your eBook is destined for  the iPad iBooks app, then you can use:

-webkit-hyphens: auto;

If you are not experiencing much in the way of hyphens in this example (if there are few long words, you may not!), then try increasing the font size in the iBooks app.


Letter Spacing

CSS includes the ability to control the spacing between letters. Although we would normally leave this alone, with this style rule, the space can be increased or decreased from the default.



In the first paragraph in the following extract from Treasure Island the CSS adds a 1px space between the letters. In the second paragraph a 1px space is removed from the default.


The Treasure-hunt—The Voice Among the Trees

Partly from the damping influence of this alarm, partly to rest Silver and the sick folk, the whole party sat down as soon as they had gained the brow of the ascent.



The plateau being somewhat tilted towards the west, this spot on which we had paused commanded a wide prospect on either hand.  Before us, over the tree- tops, we beheld the Cape of the Woods fringed with surf; behind, we not only looked down upon the anchorage and Skeleton Island, but saw—clear across the spit and the eastern lowlands—a great field of open sea upon the east.  Sheer above us rose the Spy-glass, here dotted with single pines, there black with precipices.  There was no sound but that of the distant breakers, mounting from all round, and the chirp of countless insects in the brush.  Not a man, not a sail, upon the sea; the very largeness of the view increased the sense of solitude.


These paragraphs are styled in the CSS with the following: 

Paragraph one:

letter-spacing:1px;

Paragraph two:

letter-spacing:-1px;

Webkit and thus iBooks does not appear to support fractions of pixels but it does seem to support fractions of ems.


Kerning Pairs and Ligatures 

Kerning pairs are set up as part of the font; adjusting the space between certain characters for optimum results. Ligatures are pairs of characters that are fused into one in order to control the spacing between them. These are effectively special characters and are not always available for the particular font being used. A good example is the f and i characters which look better when fused together rather than as fi.



Webkit and thus the iBooks app does support adjustment of the kerning pairs and will adopt ligatures by use of the CSS rule:

text-rendering: optimizeLegibility;

In the 2 headings below, the first is normal, and the second has the above rule applied.

Note


A fine flagship AViVA  is offshore 

A fine flagship AViVA is offshore 



As you can see the capitals A and V are pulled closer together and the space between the f and l are closed up. More significant is that the f and i characters are joined up and the dot over the letter i is removed.

CSS3 does provide some separate control over ligatures but this only seems to work correctly using a webkit vendor prefix and is not as successful as the method above.

You should be able to use:

-webkit-font-feature-settings: "dlig", "kern", "liga";

And in theory this does offer finer control over ligatures and kerning for the font in use, but the following is also required for eBooks developed before Apple iOS6:

text-rendering: optimizeLegibility;

and is,therefore effectively the same as using the latter on its own. You can use the former style rule to turn off aspects of the text-rendering (such as the kerning), by using:

-webkit-font-feature-settings: "kern" 0 ;

Note: It is important to remember that the kerning is applied to certain character pairs in the font, but the ligatures need to be included in the font file itself. In this eBook - on the iPad, the font used in the headings above is Hoefler and this font does include some ligatures as you can see. Other fonts do not. If in doubt, experiment!

Although we might think that testing pages with Safari on the MAC would simulate the font rendering within the iBooks app, I have noticed several differences; the font included on the iPad may include some different glyphs than on the MAC.

The final e in the offshore has been rendered as the alternative when at the end of a word; this is called a finial character and like other swashes, this may be used at larger font sizes. For further details on swashes, see the next chapter on embellishments.

Finally then, here is another sample from Treasure Island putting all of these features into place:



Chapter 34 - And Last

The next morning we fell early to work, for the transportation of this great mass of gold near a mile by land to the beach, and thence three miles by boat to the Hispaniola, was a considerable task for so small a number of workmen.  The three fellows still abroad upon the island did not greatly trouble us; a single sentry on the shoulder of the hill was sufficient to ensure us against any sudden onslaught, and we thought, besides, they had had more than enough of fighting.



Therefore the work was pushed on briskly.  Gray and Ben Gunn came and went with the boat, while the rest during their absences piled treasure on the beach.  Two of the bars, slung in a rope’s end, made a good load for a grown man—one that he was glad to walk slowly with. For my part, as I was not much use at carrying, I was kept busy all day in the cave packing the minted money into bread-bags.

It was a strange collection, like Billy Bones’s hoard for the diversity of coinage, but so much larger and so much more varied that I think I never had more pleasure than in sorting them.  English, French, Spanish, Portuguese, Georges, and Louises, doubloons and double guineas and moidores and sequins, the pictures of all the kings of Europe for the last hundred years, strange Oriental pieces stamped with what looked like wisps of string or bits of spider’s web, round pieces and square pieces, and pieces bored through the middle, as if to wear them round your neck—nearly every variety of money in the world must, I think, have found a place in that collection; and for number, I am sure they were like autumn leaves, so that my back ached with stooping and my fingers with sorting them out.

Day after day this work went on; by every evening a fortune had been stowed aboard, but there was another fortune waiting for the morrow; and all this time we heard nothing of the three surviving mutineers.



Poetry

A devoted section is required for poetry, lyrics or verse since the concept of ‘flowable’ needs a different approach; we need to try to respect the line endings conceived by the poet. The problem is that we cannot be sure that the line endings will be the same as the original (as in a fascimile), because the reader of a flowable book can increase the font size until the lines do break.



In poetry some lines may be indented and in extreme cases, these indents may follow a complex pattern; maybe the last 2 lines in the verse, or every third line, and so on...

When we take a poem from a public domain source such as the Project Gutenberg (online at www.gutenberg.org), then we are likely to find that the line endings have a forced line break. In HTML markup this will be represented as <br> (for XHTML compliance this should be closed as in: <br/>). We may also find that indents are achieved by adding blank space or even ‘non-breaking spaces’.

Needless to say, there are is more than one solution to this complexity, and it maybe that individuals may find their own methods for different poems. To some extent, we might want solutions that can be initiated through our preferred wysiwyg tools such as InDesign, but, as I have advocated throughout this book, some handcrafting of the HTML and CSS is inevitable!

In the image alongside here (please double tap to enlarge), we have a fascimile of a poem by John Donne. The pattern for each verse seems to be:


  	First word in the first verse uses small-caps

  	Alternate lines indented by about 3 character widths

  	Lines 7 and 8 indented by about 9 character widths

  

We could wrap the whole verse in a paragraph and then use a <span> to wrap each line, but this may not easily solve the (unwanted, but inevitable) wrapping of the line at large font sizes. What we need is a method to differentiate between a line that is meant and line that is wrapped. We can achieve this by making each line into a paragraph and then using positive padding and negative line-indent. With this method, we can utilise InDesign to begin the process.

Here then is the John Donne poem with the HTML markup and CSS explained on the following page.



Song - John Donne (1572–1631)

Go and catch a falling star,



Get with child a mandrake root,

Tell me where all past years are,

Or who cleft the devil’s foot,

Teach me to hear mermaids singing,

Or to keep off envy’s stinging,

I have used CSS in the head of this page (rather than add to the linked CSS file), so you should be able to explore this if you break open the ePub file. The important message in this method is that each line of the poem is a paragraph. So here on the following page, with comments is the CSS:

		  Special styles, flourishes or decorations can be used to make us notice a section or something special within the text. Which of these embellishments can we use within the eBook?

        

			
				
Colour / Color

				Text colour is not often used wihin print books since it is too costly, but eBooks can have colour, so why not!



				Colour can be used to emphasise words and phrases in paragraphs or  in headings. Colour can be applied to the form or the backgrounds.

				
Colour in body text

				This body text is the normal style in this eBook but is using colour to emphasise certain words. It maybe that you want to keep certain words really very quite, and so do the opposite of emphasising them. So, colour may be really very useful.



				Sometimes you might want to put a background colour in a whole paragraph of text in order to draw attention to it or to simply differentiate from the surrounding text. In this example we simply provide a background yellow to this paragraph. We also add a tiny amount of padding so that the text does not crash into the edge of the yellow block.

				Of course an alternative to this might be a dramatic border around a paragraph of text, like in the following example from The Tempest:

          Borders around blocks of text is not very attractive if it splits across 2 pages, so I recommend that you only use for small chunks of text and also include the CSS rule:

          page-break-inside:avoid;

          CCS3 does have specific rules for dealing with borders around blocks when those blocks are broken at a page break. It should be possible to clone the border style and padding, so that each page displays a full border around the object. Unfortunately, as of this writing the iBooks app does not seem to support:

          box-decoration-break:clone;

          nor does it support:

          border-break: 1px solid;

          
Colour in Headings

				Our headings need to be consistent and structurally logical. In the eBook that you are currently reading we are using a coloured <h1> and <h2> with a background colour to the <h3>



				
Borders

				As in the example above, full paragraphs of text can be surrounded by a border. Inline text can also be enclosed as another way to give it special meaning, although you need to be careful not to imply a hyperlink and (as in this case,) you need to provide padding left and right.



				Single bottom borders can be used in headings, although there is a difference between undelining and bottom border, like in these 2 headings:

		  As you can see, the latter example does not cut accross the descenders and also the line spans the width of the page.



		  Thicker coloured borders can be applied top and bottom, to headings for an interesting effect:

Divide and Rule

		  Rules can be used to divide sections, iether by using the HTML tag <hr>, for horizontal rules, or by using a bottom border on that section.

		  Horizontal rules need to applied to the actual markup and are, therefore less easy to style. Here is the simple <hr>:

		  

		  But then it is possible do something a little more sophisticated:

		  

The divider above is created with a horizontal rule (<hr/>) but with CSS that adds content. In Chapter 8, we look at other methods to provide dividers between sections or paragraphs with Generated Content.


Typographic Swashes

Some fonts have alternative characters as part of the set for use in headings, and this can be invoked with style rules from the CSS3 set. This was already mentioned in the previous chapter when discussing ligatures. Swashes are characters with flourishes typically used at the beginning or ends of words; they are only available in some font sets.



Hermann Zapf designed the calligraphic typeface Zapfino in 1998, and since this is included on all MAC computers and the iPad, it serves well as a font to demonstrate some of these swashes.

In the example above the first version is styled with no special switch to invoke the optimised text rendering. In the second version the following rule is applied:

text-rendering: optimizeLegibility;

In the next example notice how the letter f is a different glyph when followed by the letter i from when it is followed by the letter l.


  Reflections on refining Shakespeare


Controlling the appearance of these swashes is very mysterious, and although there are parameters available within the specifications for CSS3, webkit (and thus the iBooks app) does not seem to use the standard syntax for alternate swash characters. Safari on the MAC does not display the Zapfino typeface in the same way and this could either be because Safari renders the font differently or the iPad has a different version of the font.

	
        
				Headings

		  In this section we are looking at ways to structure the document with hierarchical headings. The heading for this section is styled specifically to demonstrate how to produce a chapter heading rotated 90 degrees.

        



Full Screen Chapter or Section Headings

As you will have observed in this book, I am dedicating a full page to the chapter title. This is a heading within a block that has a CSS rule forcing a page break after. We need to be careful that this page heading and its associated preamble does not break on to another page. This is very difficut to achieve, since the user can increase the font size until it does! However, putting a limited amount of text is prudent in this case.



                The section / chapter heading or its containing block, needs a CSS rule to make the page break afterwards. Here is that rule:

                page-break-after:always;

                
Background decoration

                Clearly, a title page is a good place to make use of a little decoration and so, what I have done here is to provide a background number as an image and then created a <div> with a rule that sets this in the centre of the page like this:

                One significant rule here is:

                Which resizes the image to fill the page, but making all visible.

                
Format of background images

                You will note above that the image in the background (chapter numbers), is a PNG file. This is a transparent PNG. For devices such as the Kindle Fire, this should be a non-transparent PNG or a jpeg file. The only good reason to use the transparent PNG is that the iPad/iOS/iBooks app has a ‘night mode’ which turns the background black and reverses the colours. This is a high contrast mode, and if the background images use a white or coloured ground, then this will look odd (or even be unreadable) in this  mode. What I am doing in this book is to provide the alternative stylesheet for the iOS devices using media queries (see next chapter).



                
Text on the side

                The iBooks app on the iPad supports CSS3 features very well, and here we show off rotation.



                Text can be rotated with the ‘transition’ rule, to good effect and the heading for this chapter is rotated with this CSS rule:

                -webkit-transform:rotate(90deg);

                The reason for the -webkit- vendor prefix, is that the Safari browser (within the iBooks app), is still not supporting ‘transform’, unless this is applied.

                There may need to be another rule to set the origin of the element like this:

                -webkit-transform-origin:5px 20px;

                
Frontispiece

                Wikipedia defines the frontispiece as an illustration on the page opposite to the title page. On the other hand, it could be an image that accompanies the section or chapter heading.



                In re-flowable ebooks on the iPad, it is impossible to determine which pages fullfil a double page spread, in landscape mode. That is, you cannot determine which will be left and which will be right. You do have some control with the first pages. The first 2 pages could be set up to have an image and then a title page. The title page should be be set up as a separate HTML file, and be first in the ‘spine’ section of the .opf file. This will ensure that in landscape mode the frontispiece will appear on the left and the title on the right.

                
                
Balancing Long Lines of Text in the Headings

                Normally, text wraps to the next line at a pont where there is no longer room on that line. The text in a heading can look awkward if, say only one word is moved to the following line. What we need is to be able to balance the text across the lines; distributing the words equally.



                If you are using InDesign, you will be familiar with a paragraph style attribute: Balance Ragged Lines, this produces the effect we need in print but it does not produce any solution in the exported ePub.

                In fact, there is nothing currently available in CSS that will produce balanced-text. There is a proposal from the Adobe Web Platform Team. and they have produced a jquery plug-in to simulate the proposed CSS. I am using this here and here follows a comparitive example; first without the style rule:

Landscape or Portrait

With devices like the iPad, user/readers may be viewing your beautifully crafted re-flowable eBook in portrait mode (one page at a time), or in landcape mode (pages side by side).




	
Designing for both views

                The first rule is that with re-flowable eBooks in landscape mode, you cannot determine which is the left page and which is the right. So, if you mean to create a book where double page spreads are a requirement, then you will need to create a ‘fixed-layout’ eBook, or possibly use Apple’s iBooks Author for textbooks.



                If re-flowable is the way to go for you, then there are some methods we can adopt to make things look good in both modes.

                Line widths in the landscape mode are much shorter and if you provide margins for the page, then you should check the appearance in both modes.

                It was my intention to provide a different  text size from between portrait and landscape view. It should be possible to achieve this through @media queries and then delivering an alternative CSS file.

                
Alternative styles for landscape and portrait

                The iPad supports media queries, which will determine which orientation is being used, however there are some  anomalies which need explaining:



                
@media in the CSS file

                On the web, it is possible to use the @media query within the CSS to then provide alternative styles. The support for this only seems to be there for later versions of the iBooks app, and, in any case we can  use a technique that involves providing 2 alternate style sheets. So, in the head of each HTML document we need:



                <link href="template.css" rel="stylesheet" type="text/css"/>

<link media="screen and (orientation:landscape)" href="template_h.css" rel="stylesheet" type="text/css" />

                The first stylesheet includes all the normal rules but then we have modified styles inside the second stylesheet. An example would be setting a smaller left margin on the body text and reducing the overall font size.

                
A problem encountered with this approach

                One issue with this, is that the second stylesheet is not invoked where the first page from that document is on the right side of the landscape view. This is another good reason to use a full page chapter heading!

                

                In fact, I have found that trying to deliver a separate alternative styles (such as font size and margins) to be very unreliable. iBooks does not seem to know which mode is in use on facing pages, so the result can be blank or duplicated pages. When iBooks supports the ePUB3 standard fully and we are able to enforce left or right page spreads through the spine section of the package file, then we may be able to reliably implement this featur.

                
Forcing one of the orientations

                I suppose this might be considered unfriendly, but it is possible to prevent the viewing of your book in one of the orientations by adding the following to the OPF file in the metadata:



                <meta property="ibooks:iphone-orientation-lock">portrait-only</meta>

Lining things up across the spine

                On the iPad, in landscape mode, you will see a double page spread. To be sure that lines of text line-up across this spine, use line-height (leading) and then multiples of that  number for margins and for line-height and margins on headings. Where images are floated alongside the text, provide margins that are also multiples of the line-height of their adjacent sibling paragraphs.


  

        
				Columns - Can it be done?

		  Since April 2011 there has been a column layout module specification available at the World Wide Web Consortium. This is supported by some web browsers including webkit (the basis of the iBooks app on the iPad), but do not have great expectations for this support in flowable ebooks; read on for an explanation of the limitations.

        

	

Text in 2 balanced columns

It is impossible to support long columns in a reflowable eBook since the continuing column to be read is actually on the next page. In a flowable eBook, the device thinks of the content as one long page, and so the text flows on until it gets to the end of that HTML page. Of course the software (iBooks or Kindle) should register that this is paged media, but currently, using this method to create columns is not viable.

Having said that, it may be possible to use columns, but only in fixed-layout eBooks - and there may be future versions of ePub readers that can display columns correctly.

There is also an issue with lines of text being split horizontally at the top or bottom of the page / column..

On the Kindle devices, even the recent KF8 format does not support columns, although again, we may need to look to the fixed-format for a solution.

Earlier versions of this eBook did demonstrate long columns but this can cause problems on some versions of eReader software, so this has now been removed.




How do we define columns with style rules?

The block of text needs to be enclosed in a <div> and then thes rules applied:



 -webkit-column-count: 2;

column-count: 2;

-webkit-column-gap: 1.9em;

column-gap: 1.8em; 

-webkit-column-rule: 1px solid silver;

column-rule: 1px solid silver;

-webkit-column-fill: balance;

column-fill: balance;

For a heading to span both columns we use:

-webkit-column-span: all;

You will notice that I am using the vendor prefix for webkit which will make things work on the iBooks app for the iPad.


Can we use columns at all?

Yes, for  short pieces of text, 2 columns could be displayed on the iOS devices. We really need to make sure that the 2 columns are not split over 2 pages, so apart from being a short piece of text, it would be prudent to make sure that a new page cannot begin inside the 2 columns by using the rule:



break-inside:avoid;

In the following example (styled to start on the next page), we start Robinson Crusoe with the first paragraph in 2 columns. Potentially, this might happen for each new chapter.



Robinson Crusoe

I was born in the year 1632, in the city of York, of a good family, though not of that country, my father being a foreigner of Bremen, who settled first at Hull. He got a good estate by merchandise, and leaving off his trade, lived afterwards at York, from whence he had married my mother, whose relations were named Robinson, a very good family in that country, and from whom I was called Robinson Kreutznaer; but, by the usual corruption of words in England, we are now called – nay we call ourselves and write our name – Crusoe; and so my companions always called me.



I had two elder brothers, one of whom was lieutenant-colonel to an English regiment of foot in Flanders, formerly commanded by the famous Colonel Lockhart, and was killed at the battle near Dunkirk against the Spaniards. What became of my second brother I never knew, any more than my father or mother knew what became of me.

Being the third son of the family and not bred to any trade, my head began to be filled very early with rambling thoughts. My father, who was very ancient, had given me a competent share of learning, as far as house-education and a country free school generally go, and designed me for the law; but I would be satisfied with nothing but going to sea; and my inclination to this led me so strongly against the will, nay, the commands of my father, and against all the entreaties and persuasions of my mother and other friends, that there seemed to be something fatal in that propensity of nature, tending directly to the life of misery which was to befall me.

My father, a wise and grave man, gave me serious and excellent counsel against what he foresaw was my design. He called me one morning into his chamber, where he was confined by the gout, and expostulated very warmly with me upon this subject. He asked me what reasons, more than a mere wandering inclination, I had for leaving father's house and my native country, where I might be well introduced, and had a prospect of raising my fortune by application and industry, with a life of ease and pleasure. He told me it was men of desperate fortunes on one hand, or of aspiring, superior fortunes on the other, who went abroad upon adventures, to rise by enterprise, and make themselves famous in undertakings of a nature out of the common road; that these things were all either too far above me or too far below me; that mine was the middle state, or what might be called the upper station of low life, which he had found, by long experience, was the best state in the world, the most suited to human happiness, not exposed to the miseries and hardships, the labour and sufferings of the mechanic part of mankind, and not embarrassed with the pride, luxury, ambition, and envy of the upper part of mankind. He told me I might judge of the happiness of this state by this one thing – viz. that this was the state of life which all other people envied; that kings have frequently lamented the miserable consequence of being born to great things, and wished they had been placed in the middle of the two extremes, between the mean and the great; that the wise man gave his testimony to this, as the standard of felicity, when he prayed to have neither poverty nor riches.

He bade me observe it, and I should always find that the calamities of life were shared among the upper and lower part of mankind, but that the middle station had the fewest disasters, and was not exposed to so many vicissitudes as the higher or lower part of mankind; nay, they were not subjected to so many distempers and uneasinesses, either of body or mind, as those were who, by vicious living, luxury, and extravagances on the one hand, or by hard labour, want of necessaries, and mean or insufficient diet on the other hand, bring distemper upon themselves by the natural consequences of their way of living; that the middle station of life was calculated for all kind of virtue and all kind of enjoyments; that peace and plenty were the handmaids of a middle fortune; that temperance, moderation, quietness, health, society, all agreeable diversions, and all desirable pleasures, were the blessings attending the middle station of life; that this way men went silently and smoothly through the world, and comfortably out of it, not embarrassed with the labours of the hands or of the head, not sold to a life of slavery for daily bread, nor harassed with perplexed circumstances, which rob the soul of peace and the body of rest, nor enraged with the passion of envy, or the secret burning lust of ambition for great things; but, in easy circumstances, sliding gently through the world, and sensibly tasting the sweets of living, without the bitter; feeling that they are happy, and learning by every day's experience to know it more sensibly.



	
        
				Controlling the Page

		  In a re-flowable eBook, the page is what you see presented on the device. If this same information (HTML mark-up) were presented in a web browser, then you could scroll down to read.

		  eReader devices need to know where to break the page and move to the next.

		  Can the designer control this break?

        



Controlling the page break

The software that delivers the eBook pages, tries to fill the page with as much as possible before presenting the next line or block onto the page that follows.



The eBook designer does have some control over what will always start on a new page. In the ePub format, the  guaranteed way is for the content to be provided in a completely separate HTML document, since an ePub file consists of a number of discreet HTML documents, usually individual chapters or sections. In the ePub format these are often described as ‘chunks’.

CSS for paged-media (before the emergence of the eBook, this was solely for printing web pages), does include a range of controls that will determine page breaks. Examples of these are:

page-break-before:always;

page-break-inside:avoid;

These are typically applied to headings or blocks such as images with their captions. There is no guarantee that the eBook rendering software will respect the designer’s choice, since logic may dictate that if we avoid breaking the page inside such an element, we get a virtually empty page. Having said that, it seems that the iBooks app on Apple devices does (mostly) respect these rules.

ePubs can be converted to the MOBI format for the Kindle devices, and this conversion process (provide by Amazon) does take page breaks and insert the following proprietary mark-up into the HTML

<mbp:pagebreak/>

In this book that you are reading now the chapter always starts on a new page because this is a separate HTML document. The text that follows the chapter heading always starts on a new page because the element that encloses the chapter heading has a rule applied thus:

/*chapters start with a full page*/

  div#fullpagestart {

  page-break-after:always;

  }


In this edition the text in the chapter that follows the chapter heading is in a new HTML file; thus making absolutely certain that the title page for each chapter is just that!

To keep elements together, you can use:

page-break-inside:avoid;

However, this is not as rigid a rule (it seems) than using:

display:inline-block;

This latter will determine that if there is not enough space left on the page for this block level element, then move the whole block to the next page. This is often required where you have a picture with a caption. The trick is to enclose the group in a <div> and then set a rule for that div. So the HTML will look like this:

With HTML5 and ePub3 comes some new elements and we could opt to use:

But with this comes risk that some devices and eReader software will display incorrectly.


‘Page Break’ or ‘Break’

As you will see above, the CSS rule ‘page-break-before’ is used to inform  the reader software that a new page is required for this element. However, since the provision of the CSS column in CCS level 3, the World Wide Web consortium have recommended replacing page-break with the simpler break. So this:



page-break-inside:avoid;

Would become:

break-inside:avoid;

However, I have found this to be unreliable in the current version of the iBooks app for Apple devices


Left or Right / Verso or Recto

In Chapter 5 we looked at Landcape and Portrait modes of viewing. On the iPad, the landscape orientation shows the content arranged on the left and the right of a double page spread. In flowable eBooks this arrangement is not under the control of the book designer. Determining which will be left and which will be right  can only be controlled when utilising to the ‘fixed-layout’ format. This is the subject of a future PagetoScreen book, but in the meantime, the ePub3 standard does include the following recommendation within the properties that can be added to the spine part of the package document (usually content.opf). Under the section ‘Spine itemref Properties’, each item can have  page-spread-left or page-spread-right. I have added the following to the content.opf file to this book, but I have not observed this being supported on any device:



<itemref idref="ebooktype-1" properties="page-spread-right"/>

  <itemref idref="ebooktype-2" properties="page-spread-right"/>

  If this becomes supported in a future version of iBooks then it may be possible to utilise @media queries to deliver aternative styles for landscape mode viewing.  

  In CSS3 there are are also  methods to style for left and right independantly. Theoretically we could use the page-break rule in the CSS like this:

  page-break-after:right;

  This should generate page breaks until the next item appears on a right hand page. This is not currently supported within the iBooks app on the iPad / iPhone.

  
Widows and Orphans

Widows are those items that are left all alone, iether at the bottom of the page or at the end of a paragraph.



If a single word appears at the end of a paragraph, on its own line, then it is said to disturb the balance by providing too much white space. When the first line of a paragraph appears at the bottom of a page or column, then, again it is a widow and gives a poor reading experience.

One word at the end of a paragraph and one line at the bottom of the page, are both undesirable, but are, not only, difficult to control, but have different approaches. CSS does include rules for widows and orphans (at the page level), but support is limited. Widows at the word/paragraph level can only be controlled by making the space between the last two words in a paragraph a non-breaking space. Some javascript can be used for this.

Page layout programs such as InDesign have provided the designer with ways of determining how many lines of a paragraph should be left behind on a page (orphan), or how many lines should appear at the top of the following page (widows). Gone are the days when we would adjust leading or font size, just to get the single line back onto the previous page!

CSS does provide for these controls, and although they make no sense in the context of web pages they can be used in ‘paged-media’ - a method of providing CSS to control the printing of web pages.

Since the user/reader (you!) can control the font size, these widow and orphan controls are very difficult to demonstrate or indeed prove. But in the following extract from The Mysterious Island by Jules Verne, a style rule has been set up to determine that: no less than 4 lines of a paragraph must be left at the bottom of a page - and conversely, no less than 3 lines of a paragraph should be presented on the top of a page. When there are less than 4 lines at the bottom of a page, then the whole paragraph moves to the top of the next. When there are less than 3 lines at the top of a page (before the next paragraph), then the whole of that paragraph moves to the top of the page.

Currently the iBooks app (version 3.0) on the Apple iOS devices does not appear to support orphans and widows.

The CSS used in the example below is:

p {

  widows:3;

  orphans:4;

  }


While this method will work for print style sheets for web pages, it does not seem successful in an eBook. However, I am including this sample in case future editions of the iBooks software on the iPad are updated to support this feature.

The Mysterious Island by Jules Verne 1874

Are we rising again?

No. On the contrary.

Are we descending?

Worse than that, captain! we are falling!

For Heaven’s sake heave out the ballast!

There! the last sack is empty!

Does the balloon rise?

No!

I hear a noise like the dashing of waves. The sea is below the car! It cannot be more than 500 feet from us!

Overboard with every weight! ...everything!

Such were the loud and startling words which resounded through the air, above the vast watery desert of the Pacific, about four o'clock in the evening of the 23rd of March, 1865.


Few can possibly have forgotten the terrible storm from the northeast, in the middle of the equinox of that year. The tempest raged without intermission from the 18th to the 26th of March. Its ravages were terrible in America, Europe, and Asia, covering a distance of eighteen hundred miles, and extending obliquely to the equator from the thirty-fifth north parallel to the fortieth south parallel. Towns were overthrown, forests uprooted, coasts devastated by the mountains of water which were precipitated on them, vessels cast on the shore, which the published accounts numbered by hundreds, whole districts leveled by waterspouts which destroyed everything they passed over, several thousand people crushed on land or drowned at sea; such were the traces of its fury, left by this devastating tempest. It surpassed in disasters those which so frightfully ravaged Havana and Guadalupe, one on the 25th of October, 1810, the other on the 26th of July, 1825.

But while so many catastrophes were taking place on land and at sea, a drama not less exciting was being enacted in the agitated air.

In fact, a balloon, as a ball might be carried on the summit of a waterspout, had been taken into the circling movement of a column of air and had traversed space at the rate of ninety miles an hour, turning round and round as if seized by some aerial maelstrom.

Beneath the lower point of the balloon swung a car, containing five passengers, scarcely visible in the midst of the thick vapor mingled with spray which hung over the surface of the ocean.


Whence, it may be asked, had come that plaything of the tempest? From what part of the world did it rise? It surely could not have started during the storm. But the storm had raged five days already, and the first symptoms were manifested on the 18th. It cannot be doubted that the balloon came from a great distance, for it could not have traveled less than two thousand miles in twenty-four hours.

At any rate the passengers, destitute of all marks for their guidance, could not have possessed the means of reckoning the route traversed since their departure. It was a remarkable fact that, although in the very midst of the furious tempest, they did not suffer from it. They were thrown about and whirled round and round without feeling the rotation in the slightest degree, or being sensible that they were removed from a horizontal position.

Their eyes could not pierce through the thick mist which had gathered beneath the car. Dark vapor was all around them. Such was the density of the atmosphere that they could not be certain whether it was day or night. No reflection of light, no sound from inhabited land, no roaring of the ocean could have reached them, through the obscurity, while suspended in those elevated zones. Their rapid descent alone had informed them of the dangers which they ran from the waves. However, the balloon, lightened of heavy articles, such as ammunition, arms, and provisions, had risen into the higher layers of the atmosphere, to a height of 4,500 feet. The voyagers, after having discovered that the sea extended beneath them, and thinking the dangers above less dreadful than those below, did not hesitate to throw overboard even their most useful articles, while they endeavoured to lose no more of that fluid, the life of their enterprise, which sustained them above the abyss.


        
				Repeatable Generated Content

		  In a large text structured as chapters, sections and paragraphs, we will want to decorate the boundaries between these elements with ornaments and embellishments.

		  With CSS we can add these repeatable elements.

        



Adding text content through the style rule

In the HTML we need class names attached to paragraphs or section blocks. So, to add a flourish to the end of a chapter, we can either use a <div> that surrounds the whole chapter,  create a special class name for the last paragraph or - better still - (and this may not have extensive eReader support), we can use the pseudo class p:last-child.



Generated content is appied to an element through the CSS using the following method:

p:after

  {content: "+++"

  font-size:2em;

  color:silver;
  }

This will put ‘+++’ after each paragraph.



Around the World in 80 Days - Jules Verne 1874

Master and man then descended, the street-door was double-locked, and at the end of Saville Row they took a cab and drove rapidly to Charing Cross. We can make use the concept of first or last child of an element, so:

p:last-child:after

  Would only place the +++ after the last paragraph in the block of paragraphs.

  The disadvantage with this method for InDesign users, is that you may need to create a <div> inside your ePub HTML files - thus requiring some editing of the markup.

  A simpler solution would be to create a modified paragraph style to define the last paragraph in a section or chapter, and then adding the CSS to the ePub would be much more straightforward.

  
Adding an image  through the style rule

So, in this example, we have a paragraph style for the last paragraph and add the ‘flourish’ with an image:

Generated content in the headings

You will notice that I have also added some dingbat characters to the headings for the above sample (as well as the heading here).

We cannot use the unicode character code in the CSS rule to add content. We need to add the actual dingbat character.

It is perfectly reasonable to use this technique to embellish the heading styles, however, when the heading wraps over more than one line, then this technique becomes problematic.




        
				Tables

		  Web designers know that to arrange the layout of web pages through the use of tables is not regarded as good practise! However, we do need to use tables to display data.

          Tables can be complex and very big. If this is the case then we need to take the table outside the flow of the book and make it ‘popup’ in another window.

        



Tables in the Content

Small tables can be used to display  amounts of data, where the arrangement of rows and columns makes sense.

Larger Tables

When the table needs to show lots of data or possibly have many columns, then the solution could be to have a re-think about how best to present the data. It may be that a simpler bulleted list would show the information just as well, and be more easily read.



On the iPad, it is possible to have a table (as HTML), outside the flow of the book. You may have spotted one of these already in Chapter 1 - Embedding Fonts. Here we presented a listing of all the fonts available on the Apple iOS devices. You may also have noticed that when you double tap on the tables above on the iPad, they will enlarge. Double tap again to close the enlarged table.

With a table outside the flow of the book, we need to provide a hyperlink like this one, to show the table.

One thing to remember though, is that the table HTML file must be included in the manefest but be set to linear="no" in the <spine> section - like this:

<itemref idref="sampletable" linear="no"/>

When we present a very long table then we need to repeat the header occasionally, to remind the reader of the column data.

 
        
				Asides, Footnotes and Hyperlinks

		  In print books we often see supplementary information presented outside the normal flow of the text. We will often see text panels for 'pullquotes' or other related information. We can also have footnotes, which may appear at the foot of the page, the end of the chapter or even the end of the book.

		  What are the best strategies to deal with this kind of content in an eBook?

        



Something on the Side?

If you are familiar with web design, then you may know that there are two ways to arrange content on a web page with CSS; through position or through float. In flowable eBooks  position has only been available within the ePub3 specification. ePub3 is only supported on some devices, so it may not be a good idea to depend upon it as a method of arranging content on the page (see the Chapter 'What is a page?'). The CSS position rule is only used reliably in fixed-format eBooks because in that format, each page is a separate HTML document.



Floating the Aside element


The aside element represents a section of a page that consists of content that is tangentially related to the content around the aside element, and which could be considered separate from that content. Such sections are often represented as sidebars in printed typography.


So in a flowable eBook to put a block of content outside the normal flow of text, we will need to make use of the CSS rule 'float' to move the block to the left or the right of the content that follows it..

If this information is a block of text then we could use the HTML tag <div> to surround this content and then use CSS to float this left or right. If we are prepared to move with the times and use the latest iteration of HTML5 (used in the ePub3 format), then we can use the tag <aside>. In HTML5 the tag <aside> had been created just for this purpose. You can see this definition of the aside tag from the W3C web site in a floating block right here.

Limitations: Be aware that if you plan to convert your book to the MOBI format for the basic Kindle (ie not the Kindle Fire that supports the KF8 format), then the <aside> tag will not be recognised and may not display.

For future proofing and following ePub3 specifications use the semantically correct:

<aside epub:type="sidebar">


Using position

As mentioned above, the CSS position rule, cannot be relied upon in a flowable eBook, because a change in font size may change the relationship between the positioned block and the text. 



The book that you are reading is created with the ePub3 standard, therefore, using position is technically legitimate, however, it is very difficult to utilise this technique in a flowable eBook because the position is set according to the body of the page and this (as we know) is not the page we are viewing but the HTML document (usually the chapter).  

Creating asides with InDesign

[image: Export Options]


When using InDesign, you are encouraged to keep all text threaded. This is to be sure that all of the text flows in one 'story'. Other methods to keep the content flow correct in the ePub file (when exporting), include the use of XML or 'Articles'. This isn't the place to explore these alternative techniques for using InDesign, but if you have a floating text panel (like the one shown above), then you can keep this in a separate text frame, but be sure to anchor in this object in the appropriate place and then use the 'object export options' on this object to select whether you want this to float to the left or right. See the image of this dialogue box here. This will result in giving you a <div> with a class name equal to the object style name and CSS with the rule float:left.

This feature is only available in Adobe InDesign CS6 and beyond. Earlier versions may need more handcrafting to get the correct CSS.

Content outside the normal flow of the document

  
Scrollable Content in a frame

  By limiting the size of the block we can provide content that needs to be scrolled to viewed. This technique is available to us in web page layout, but in a flowable eBook, this is problematic.



  Although we can construct a <div> or <section> with  content set to scroll when it overflows, the iBooks app still attempts to deliver the content beyond the current page. This then mangles the text and creates some text overlaps. You will agree that this offers some potential (if we could get it to work!), but I believe that you can only get this to function properly within a fixed-layout ePub.

  I have also explored the use of the <iframe> element, which is  a legitimate way to overlay content from another source, but I have not managed to implement this.

  
  
Scrollable Content in an external window

  A more succesful approach for a large amount of content that is outside the normal flow is to create a hyperlink to a separate HTML file but make sure that this is configured in the <spine> of the .opf file to be:



  <itemref idref="darwin" linear="no"/>

  As I write this, I am aware that this is only available within the Apple iBooks app on the iPad or other iOS devices.

  Here then is an extract from A Naturalist’s Voyage Round The World - Charles Darwin

  Hopefully, you will have clicked the link above and explored the extract from the public domain Darwin text. There are a few things to consider and be aware of  and here follows some advice about this technique.

  
Non-linear HTML content; some issues

  This technique is only guaranteed to work on the Apple iBooks app on iOS devices (iPad etc). Yes, I know I am repeating this!



  You are effectively building a separate web page and so you can test your page with Safari. Any validated web page should work.

  In landscape mode a default page may be very wide, making line lengths too uncomfortable for reading. I advise that you narrow the width with CSS. Indeed, in this example, I have used @media queries to change the width between portrait and landscape views on the iPad.

  User font and size choice do not effect this non-linear HTML content and pictures do not enlarge on a 'double-tap'. However, on the iPad, users can use 'pinch' to zoom into the content.

  'Night' mode does not succeed at reversing this non-linear content. The page will just be darker! (I reckon this a bug, so may be corrected in a future version of the iBooks app).

  
Non-linear alternative sources  

  The iPad deals with images very well and, as long as you provide the image large enough, then a double tap on the image will enlarge the view. How large this will be depends on the image stored within the ePub package. If the image is larger than the device viewport, then it will automatically reduce to fit. Once the image is enlarged then the user can also use the pinch to zoom method to enlarge further.



  It is also possible to include PDFs inside the ePub package and then make a hyperlink to that file. I include a link to the contents map of this eBook here as a way to demonstrate this feature.

  This is simply a one page PDF that the user can zoom into for a closer inspection. Things get a lot more interesting if we use a multi-page PDF. I demonstrate this one by providing an image which can then be hyperlinked. Try single clicking onto the image that follows.

 [image: creatingebooks]

You may have noticed that there is a disadvantage with linking external files from an image. Users (ie you!) may have got used to double-clicking images to enlarge them. Here we are expecting users to single click an image. This is a usabilty issue, since we have no way of indicating this change to the interaction. An alternative would be to provide a link from the text. So here is my presentation on eBook Production Issues

Footnotes and references

When a reader of a print book comes across a superscript number or possibly an asterix the reference is then revealed at the bottom of that page or possibly at the end of the chapter. Some referencing methods involve listing the citations or notes at the end of the book. Whichever method is used the reader needs to break from the flow of the text and find the supplementary material elsewhere.



When delivering text to be read on a screen, we have the potential to make these references interactive and turn them into hyperlinks.


Issues with footnotes as hyperlinks.

One option is to list  notes and references elsewhere; either at the end of the current HTML chunk, or in a completely separate HTML document. We can then have hyperlinks to those sections at that location. One question that arises with this technique is that the reader needs to get back to the place in the flow of the text. The iBooks app on the Apple devices displays a 'back to page x', at the bottom of the page. Other devices use different interactive 'go back' mechanisms, so you do not need to provide reverse links.



A standard form of a reference to a footnote or citation is to number the reference with a 'superscript' number like this7 one right here.

Now, in a hypertext world we want to make this become a link like this one8 here. This link goes nowhere; I simply provide as an example.

Of course we also prefer to conform to the normally accepted methods, but in an interactive world this standard superscripted link is very difficult to find with the end of your finger! We might style this reference numeral9 with a little more panache. Does this help?

Still, it may be better (wherever possible) to make the link to the reference note from the word(s), giving the finger of the reader more room to make the interaction.


Popup References

The best solution for short notes or glossary items is for these to popup in an overlaid window. A provision for this approach is provided in the ePub3 specification and this has been implemented in the iBooks app on the Apple iOS devices. You will see how this works on the previous sentence.



This method uses epub:type attribute, which is part of the ePub3 specification. The underlying markup goes like this:

For the reference we markup the link as follows:

<a href="#ib" epub:type="noteref">iBooks app</a>

and then somewhere at the bottom of the page (or in a separate xhtml file) the footnote:

<aside epub:type="footnote" id="ib">

  <p>This feature was added to iBooks version 2.</p>

  </aside>

<aside> is an element available in HTML5 and the iBooks app on iPad keeps this hidden normally. Only when the reader fingers the hyperlink is this revealed. Other systems will make a link to this footnote in the normal way.


Hyperlinks

You will have already spotted some examples of different hyperlinks sprinkled throughout the text. In web design it is considered good practice to differentiate between different types of links in some way, and within this text I provide a style for external links, links to tables, links to PDFs and links that are popup references.



It often helps to indicate these different types of links with small icons and as an example here is the HTML markup for an external link:

<a href="http://www.pagetoscreen.net">A PagetoScreen eBook</a>

and then the CSS that styles this link:

a[href^="http://"] {

background: url(images/icon_external.png) right -2px no-repeat;

}

This makes use of a CSS3 feature that finds an aspect of the attribute of the tag (in this case that it starts with 'http://)'.

Not all devices or ereader software will support this CSS3 method.



This feature was added to iBooks version 2.



    
	Special Effects

There are many typographic effects available within an eBook. Some will come over from your work in InDesign, but others will need some hand-crafting in the HTML and CSS.

Interesting effects can also be achieved by adding javascript to a page. If you are seeing something special in the heading above then it is working for you.

        

	
				
Shadows:

				It is possible to apply shadows to text in InDesign, but the method used may not be supported within iBooks on the iPad. The best approach is to add this as a style rule in the CSS.



				Of course, you would not apply any shadows to body text (would you?), but for a heading, there may be a good reason. Here follows, then a heading using the Alegreya font in italic.

          Rather than apply the shadow to the letters, you might prefer to apply the shadow to the block.

Reversing Out

The demonstration above shows how you can put a background colour on a block of text. The above green is applied to a heading. It is also possible to apply a background colour to a paragraph. We will also show how we can  apply a reversed colour to an inline element:

Backgrounds

It is not possible to add a background colour or image to the body of the pages in the book - as you would on a web page. The iBooks app will ignore backgrounds set on the <body> element. However, it is possible to set a background colour (or image), on a block within the page. You can see the examples of background colours in the previous pages, where I demonstrate shadows, rounded corners and reversed text.



It is also possible to use images in the backgrounds of blocks and you can see this in the following quote from the ‘Scottish’ play.


  Round about the cauldron go;

    In the poison'd entrails throw.

    Toad, that under cold stone

    Days and nights has thirty-one

    Swelter'd venom sleeping got,

    Boil thou first i' the charmed pot.



CSS3 allows for blends in backgrounds and this is demonstrated here


  By the pricking of my thumbs,

    Something wicked this way comes.

    Open, locks,

    Whoever knocks!




Drop Caps

Drawing attention to the beginning of a section with a larger first character is a common feature in print. Can we achieve this in an eBook?



InDesign allows you to style a paragraph with a drop caps on the the first letter (or more). This will be converted to CSS.

If you want to add this by editing the CSS inside the ePub package, a span tag with a rule that increases the character size and floats the letter to the left, achieves the drop caps.

See this example from Romeo and Juliet:

Two households, both alike in dignity,

  In fair Verona, where we lay our scene,

  From ancient grudge break to new mutiny,

  Where civil blood makes civil hands unclean.


And another example from Darwin’s The Origin of Species

When on board H.M.S. Beagle, as naturalist, I was much struck with certain facts in the distribution of the organic beings inhabiting South America, and in the geological relations of the present to the past inhabitants of that continent. These facts, as will be seen in the latter chapters of this volume, seemed to throw some light on the origin of species—that mystery of mysteries, as it has been called by one of our greatest philosophers. On my return home, it occurred to me, in 1837, that something might perhaps be made out on this question by patiently accumulating and reflecting on all sorts of facts which could possibly have any bearing on it. After five years' work I allowed myself to speculate on the subject, and drew up some short notes; these I enlarged in 1844 into a sketch of the conclusions, which then seemed to me probable: from that period to the present day I have steadily pursued the same object. I hope that I may be excused for entering on these personal details, as I give them to show that I have not been hasty in coming to a decision.



If you export to ePub from InDesign then the dropcaps effect will be created with an extra <span> tag for the first letter with appropriate CSS. If we are ‘handcrafting’ the CSS then you can use the pseudo element, first-letter like this:

p.dropcaps:first-letter {

  font-size:370%;

  line-height:1.1;

  float:left;

  margin-right:4px;

  margin-top:4px;

  height:.7em;

  color:#0000CC;

  }

Creating dropcaps in this way is supported on the iPad, but may not be on other devices.

The alternative way that may get wider device support, is to put a <span> tag on the first letter and style this as above.

The appearance of the drop-caps can be unpredictable when the user/reader selects a different font becasue the x-height value for each of these fonts will be different.


Styling the first line in a paragraph

Often a book designer will style the first line in a chapter to be in a different style. Small caps seems to be a tradition in some earlier texts. InDesign, does not have a simple way to style the first line. You could use nested styles, but this offers no option to dynamically style the first line (in flowable books, this line length will change with different font size choices). CSS does include the potential to target the first line like this:



p:first-line

  {font-variant: small-caps;}

Be aware, though, that not all fonts and not all devices support small-caps.


Outlines

CSS3 provides the style controls to add a stroke outline to a character and the iBooks app supports this through the webkit vendor prefix:



-webkit-text-fill-color: white;

-webkit-text-stroke-color:#2B1735;

-webkit-text-stroke-width: 1px;

Of course one should only ever use this in the context of a heading - and even there with discretion! Thick outlines can look terrible.

A Naturalist’s Voyage Round the World

Charles Darwin

After having been twice driven back by heavy south-western gales, Her Majesty’s ship Beagle a ten-gun brig, under the command of Captain Fitz Roy, R.N., sailed from Devonport on the 27th of December, 1831. The object of the expedition was to complete the survey of Patagonia and Tierra del Fuego, commenced under Captain King in 1826 to 1830 – to survey the shores of Chile, Peru, and of some islands in the Pacific – and to carry a chain of chronometrical measurements round the World. On the 6th of January we reached Teneriffe, but were prevented landing, by fears of our bringing the cholera: the next morning we saw the sun rise behind the rugged outline of the Grand Canary Island, and suddenly illumine the Peak of Teneriffe, whilst the lower parts were veiled in fleecy clouds. This was the first of many delightful days never to be forgotten. On the 16th of January 1832 we anchored at Porto Praya, in St. Jago, the chief island of the Cape de Verd archipelago.

The neighbourhood of Porto Praya, viewed from the sea, wears a desolate aspect. The volcanic fires of a past age, and the scorching heat of a tropical sun, have in most places rendered the soil unfit for vegetation. The country rises in successive steps of table-land, interspersed with some truncate conical hills, and the horizon is bounded by an irregular chain of more lofty mountains. The scene, as beheld through the hazy atmosphere of this climate, is one of great interest; if, indeed, a person, fresh from sea, and who has just walked, for the first time, in a grove of cocoa-nut trees, can be a judge of anything but his own happiness. The island would generally be considered as very uninteresting, but to any one accustomed only to an English landscape, the novel aspect of an utterly sterile land possesses a grandeur which more vegetation might spoil. A single green leaf can scarcely be discovered over wide tracts of the lava plains; yet flocks of goats, together with a few cows, contrive to exist. It rains very seldom, but during a short portion of the year heavy torrents fall, and immediately afterwards a light vegetation springs out of every crevice. This soon withers; and upon such naturally formed hay the animals live. It had not now rained for an entire year. When the island was discovered, the immediate neighbourhood of Porto Praya was clothed with trees,1 the reckless destruction of which has caused here, as at St. Helena, and at some of the Canary islands, almost entire sterility. The broad, flat-bottomed valleys, many of which serve during a few days only in the season as watercourses, are clothed with thickets of leafless bushes. Few living creatures inhabit these valleys. The commonest bird is a kingfisher (Dacelo Iagoensis), which tamely sits on the branches of the castor-oil plant, and thence darts on grasshoppers and lizards. It is brightly coloured, but not so beautiful as the European species: in its flight, manners, and place of habitation, which is generally in the driest valley, there is also a wide difference.

One day, two of the officers and myself rode to Ribeira Grande, a village a few miles eastward of Porto Praya. Until we reached the valley of St. Martin, the country presented its usual dull brown appearance; but here, a very small rill of water produces a most refreshing margin of luxuriant vegetation. In the course of an hour we arrived at Ribeira Grande, and were surprised at the sight of a large ruined fort and cathedral. This little town, before its harbour was filled up, was the principal place in the island: it now presents a melancholy, but very picturesque appearance. Having procured a black Padre for a guide, and a Spaniard who had served in the Peninsular war as an interpreter, we visited a collection of buildings, of which an ancient church formed the principal part. It is here the governors and captain-generals of the islands have been buried. Some of the tombstones recorded dates of the sixteenth century.1 The heraldic ornaments were the only things in this retired place that reminded us of Europe. The church or chapel formed one side of a quadrangle, in the middle of which a large clump of bananas were growing. On another side was a hospital, containing about a ozen miserable-looking inmates.

We returned to the Vênda to eat our dinners. A considerable number of men, women, and children, all as black as jet, collected to watch us. Our companions were extremely merry; and everything we said or did was followed by their hearty laughter. Before leaving the town we visited the cathedral. It does not appear so rich as the smaller church, but boasts of a little organ, which sent forth singularly inharmonious cries. We presented the black priest with a few shillings, and the Spaniard, patting him on the head, said, with much candour, he thought his colour made no great difference. We then returned, as fast as the ponies would go, to Porto Praya.

Another day we rode to the village of St. Domingo, situated near the centre of the island. On a small plain which we crossed, a few stunted acacias were growing; their tops had been bent by the steady trade-wind, in a singular manner – some of them even at right angles to their trunks. The direction of the branches was exactly north-east by north, and south-west by south, and these natural vanes must indicate the prevailing direction of the force of the trade-wind. The travelling had made so little impression on the barren soil, that we here missed our track, and took that to Fuentes. This we did not find out till we arrived there; and we were afterwards glad of our mistake. Fuentes is a pretty village, with a small stream; and everything appeared to prosper well, excepting, indeed, that which ought to do so most – its inhabitants. The black children, completely naked, and looking very wretched, were carrying bundles of firewood half as big as their own bodies.


Near Fuentes we saw a large flock of guinea-fowl – probably fifty or sixty in number. They were extremely wary, and could not be approached. They avoided us, like partridges on a rainy day in September, running with their heads cocked up; and if pursued, they readily took to the wing.


The scenery of St. Domingo possesses a beauty totally unexpected, from the prevalent gloomy character of the rest of the island. The village is situated at the bottom of a valley, bounded by lofty and jagged walls of stratified lava. The black rocks afford a most striking contrast with the bright green vegetation, which follows the banks of a little stream of clear water. It happened to be a grand feast-day, and the village was full of people. On our return we overtook a party of about twenty young black girls, dressed in excellent taste; their black skins and snow-white linen being set off by coloured turbans and large shawls. As soon as we approached near, they suddenly all turned round, and covering the path with their shawls, sung with great energy a wild song, beating time with their hands upon their legs. We threw them some vintéms, which were received with screams of laughter, and we left them redoubling the noise of their song.

One morning the view was singularly clear; the distant mountains being projected with the sharpest outline, on a heavy bank of dark blue clouds. Judging from the appearance, and from similar cases in England, I supposed that the air was saturated with moisture. The fact, however, turned out quite the contrary. The hygrometer gave a difference of 29.6 degrees, between the temperature of the air, and the point at which dew was precipitated. This difference was nearly double that which I had observed on the previous mornings. This unusual degree of atmospheric dryness was accompanied by continual flashes of lightning. Is it not an uncommon case, thus to find a remarkable degree of aerial transparency with such a state of weather?


Generally the atmosphere is hazy; and this is caused by the falling of impalpably fine dust, which was found to have slightly injured the astronomical instruments. The morning before we anchored at Porto Praya, I collected a little packet of this brown-coloured fine dust, which appeared to have been filtered from the wind by the gauze of the vane at the masthead. Mr. Lyell has also given me four packets of dust which fell on a vessel a few hundred miles northward of these islands. Professor Ehrenberg1 finds that this dust consists in great part of infusoria with siliceous shields, and of the siliceous tissue of plants. In five little packets which I sent him, he has ascertained no less than sixty-seven different organic forms! The infusoria, with the exception of two marine species, are all inhabitants of fresh-water. I have found no less than fifteen different accounts of dust having fallen on vessels when far out in the Atlantic. From the direction of the wind whenever it has fallen, and from its having always fallen during those months when the harmattan is known to raise clouds of dust high into the atmosphere, we may feel sure that it all comes from Africa. It is, however, a very singular fact, that, although Professor Ehrenberg knows many species of infusoria peculiar to Africa, he finds none of these in the dust which I sent him. On the other hand, he finds in it two species which hitherto he knows as living only in South America. The dust falls in such quantities as to dirty everything on board, and to hurt people’s eyes; vessels even have run on shore owing to the obscurity of the atmosphere. It has often fallen on ships when several hundred, and even more than a thousand miles from the coast of Africa, and at points sixteen hundred miles distant in a north and south direction. In some dust which was collected on a vessel three hundred miles from the land, I was much surprised to find particles of stone above the thousandth of an inch square, mixed with finer matter. After this fact one need not be surprised at the diffusion of the far lighter and smaller sporules of cryptogamic plants.


The geology of this island is the most interesting part of its natural history. On entering the harbour, a perfectly horizontal white band in the face of the sea cliff, may be seen running for some miles along the coast, and at the height of about forty-five feet above the water. Upon examination, this white stratum is found to consist of calcareous matter, with numerous shells embedded, most or all of which now exist on the neighbouring coast. It rests on ancient volcanic rocks, and has been covered by a stream of basalt, which must have entered the sea when the white shelly bed was lying at the bottom. It is interesting to trace the changes, produced by the heat of the overlying lava, on the friable mass, which in parts has been converted into a crystalline limestone, and in other parts into a compact spotted stone. Where the lime has been caught up by the scoriaceous fragments of the lower surface of the stream, it is converted into groups of beautifully radiated fibres resembling arragonite. The beds of lava rise in successive gently-sloping plains, towards the interior, whence the deluges of melted stone have originally proceeded. Within historical times no signs of volcanic activity have, I believe, been manifested in any part of St. Jago. Even the form of a crater can but rarely be discovered on the summits of the many red cindery hills; yet the more recent streams can be distinguished on the coast, forming lines of cliffs of less height, but stretching out in advance of those belonging to an older series: the height of the cliffs thus affording a rude measure of the age of the streams.


During our stay, I observed the habits of some marine animals. A large Aplysia is very common. This sea-slug is about five inches long; and is of a dirty yellowish colour, veined with purple. On each side of the lower surface, or foot, there is a broad membrane, which appears sometimes to act as a ventilator, in causing a current of water to flow over the dorsal branchiæ or lungs. It feeds on the delicate seaweeds which grow among the stones in muddy and shallow water; and I found in its stomach several small pebbles, as in the gizzard of a bird. This slug, when disturbed, emits a very fine purplish-red fluid, which stains the water for the space of a foot around. Besides this means of defence, an acrid secretion, which is spread over its body, causes a sharp, stinging sensation, similar to that produced by the Physalia, or Portuguese man-of-war.


I was much interested, on several occasions, by watching the habits of an Octopus, or cuttle-fish. Although common in the pools of water left by the retiring tide, these animals were not easily caught. By means of their long arms and suckers, they could drag their bodies into very narrow crevices; and when thus fixed, it required great force to remove them. At other times they darted tail first, with the rapidity of an arrow, from one side of the pool to the other, at the same instant discolouring the water with a dark chestnut-brown ink. These animals also escape detection by a very extraordinary, chameleon-like power of changing their colour. They appear to vary their tints according to the nature of the ground over which they pass: when in deep water, their general shade was brownish purple, but when placed on the land, or in shallow water, this dark tint changed into one of a yellowish green. The colour, examined more carefully, was a French grey, with numerous minute spots of bright yellow: the former of these varied in intensity; the latter entirely disappeared and appeared again by turns. These changes were effected in such a manner that clouds, varying in tint between a hyacinth red and a chestnut-brown,1 were continually passing over the body. Any part, being subjected to a slight shock of galvanism, became almost black: a similar effect, but in a less degree, was produced by scratching the skin with a needle. These clouds, or blushes as they may be called, are said to be produced by the alternate expansion and contraction of minute vesicles containing variously coloured fluids.2


This cuttle-fish displayed its chameleon-like power both during the act of swimming and whilst remaining stationary at the bottom. I was much amused by the various arts to escape detection used by one individual, which seemed fully aware that I was watching it. Remaining for a time motionless, it would then stealthily advance an inch or two, like a cat after a mouse; sometimes changing its colour: it thus proceeded, till having gained a deeper part, it darted away, leaving a dusky train of ink to hide the hole into which it had crawled.


While looking for marine animals, with my head about two feet above the rocky shore, I was more than once saluted by a jet of water, accompanied by a slight grating noise. At first I could not think what it was, but afterwards I found out that it was this cuttle-fish, which, though concealed in a hole, thus often led me to its discovery. That it possesses the power of ejecting water there is no doubt, and it appeared to me that it could certainly take good aim by directing the tube or siphon on the under side of its body. From the difficulty which these animals have in carrying their heads, they cannot crawl with ease when placed on the ground. I observed that one which I kept in the cabin was slightly phosphorescent in the dark.

ST. PAUL’s ROCKS.—In crossing the Atlantic we hove-to, during the morning of February 16th, 1832, close to the island of St. Paul's. This cluster of rocks is situated in 0° 58' north latitude, and 29° 15' west longitude. It is 540 miles distant from the coast of America, and 350 from the island of Fernando Noronha. The highest point is only fifty feet above the level of the sea, and the entire circumference is under three-quarters of a mile. This small point rises abruptly out of the depths of the ocean. Its mineralogical constitution is not simple; in some parts the rock is of a cherty, in others of a feldspathic nature, including thin veins of serpentine. It is a remarkable fact that all the many small islands, lying far from any continent, in the Pacific, Indian, and Atlantic Oceans, with the exception of the Seychelles and this little point of rock, are, I believe, composed either of coral or of erupted matter. The volcanic nature of these oceanic islands is evidently an extension of that law, and the effect of those same causes, whether chemical or mechanical, from which it results that a vast majority of the volcanoes now in action stand either near sea-coasts or as islands in the midst of the sea.
